7. The total sums authorised by advance warrants issued by the
Minister in exercise of his powers under section 60 of the Public Financial
Management Act 2013 for the financial year 2016 shall not at any one time
exceed one hundred and fifty million dollars.

8. The total sums authorised by contingencies warrants issued
by the Minister under section 58 of the Public Financial Management Act
2013 for the financial year ending 31% December 2015 shall not exceed
seventy five million for recurrent and development heads of expenditure.
